He also commented that 
he did not know what the Province would fund, for example, would it include the 
additional costs of Advanced Care Paramedics or just the basic costs of the Primary 
Care Paramedics, or would other costs be considered. 
 
Questions and 
answers took place.  The media would like to see a list of new capital projects and 
the Treasurer will provide this.
